During the 44th session of the Subsidiary Body For Scientific and      

Technological Advice ( SBSTA) in May 2016, Parties agreed there is a 

need for information on lessons learned and good practices in relation 

to :  

 Assessing sensitivity and vulnerability to climate change; 

 Integrating short- and long-term climate considerations;  

(including both extreme and slow onset events) into planning; 

 Role of national governments in supporting local adaptation; 

 City-to-city partnerships on climate change; 

 Linkages to the National Adaptation Plan process. 

 

Knowledge barriers are currently impeding adaptation planning and  

action at the regional, national and  subnational levels.  All Parties, NWP 

partner  organizations and other relevant organizations are invited to 

contribute and close this knowledge-to-action gap as part of a global 

initiative under the NWP.
